Our safety briefing is required listening for all passengers.  We will brief you 
generally as a group before sailing.  Throughout the day passengers are 

encouraged to ask any questions or articulate any concerns as the yacht tour can 
be exciting.

We confirm that all of our safety systems and equipment are current and 
authorized by Maritime New Zealand.

Payment Policy

1)Bookings can be made directly by way of internet or freephone  or through local 
accommodation providors and the Visitor Information Network

2)Credit card details are required to secure the booking.  All bookings need to 
reconfirm by phone 24 hours prior to departure.

3)BAY OF ISLANDS SAILING/GUNGHA II reserves the right to alter prices, 
cancel any departures and vary itineraries in the interest of passenger safety and 

comfort.  All departures are subject to demand, sea and weather conditions.  To 
the extent permitted by law, all our liability for damages to your tour, disruptions

Cancellation Policy

Cancellations must be received by us 24hrs prior to departure for a 100% refund.  
For group or sole charter bookings cancellations must be received 72hrs prior to 

departure for a 100% refund.  Passengers who have not cancelled before this may 
be charged a cancellation fee and may be subject to no refund.

Pricing Policy

Adult price will apply to any person aged 13 years and over.  Child price of 2/3 
Adult price will apply to any person 12 years and under.  Children must be 

accompanied by a parent/caregiver at all times.
